Objectives:
The objectives listed are not all-inclusive.  The teacher will supplement these objectives with others from the diocesan curriculum guide and from the state and national standards.

The students will:

1. Use problem solving to investigate and understand mathematical content.

a. Read a problem accurately.

b. Break a complex problem in simpler parts to solve.

c. Write equations to solve everyday problems.

2. Learn numeration as a way to understand numbers, ways of representing numbers, relationships among numbers, and number systems.

a. Use estimation to check for reasonableness of answers.

b. Identify common percent, decimals, and fractional equivalents.

c. Show how fractions represent division of whole numbers.

3. Develop strategies for solving problems along with fluency in basic addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division facts.

a. Multiply numbers containing three digits.

b. Multiply using decimals.

c. Multiply and divide fractions and mixed numbers.

4. Explore reality to understand what is a measurable attribute, what tools and units may be used to assign that numerical value, and how they relate to each other.

a. Recognize that measurement is not exact.

b. Convert measurements to another unit.

5. Learn how the collection, organization, and displaying of data connect math with other subject areas and how statistics and probability are related.

a. Construct bar graphs, line graphs, and pictographs.

b. Compare data and predict future outcomes for the data.

c. Express probability as a ratio.

6. Use geometric shapes, their properties, and relationships in one, two, and three dimension to model and solve real world problems.

a. Classify angles by their given measure.

b. Classify quadrilaterals.

c. Identify and define parallel and perpendicular lines.

7. Use algebraic methods to explore, model and describe patterns and functions involving numbers, shapes, data, graphs, ect.

a. Find the missing number in a sequence.

b. Solve problems using patterns.

c. Simplify expressions using order of operations.

Objectives:

The objectives listed are not all-inclusive.  The teacher will supplement these objectives with others from the diocesan curriculum guide and from state and national standards.

The students will:

1. Compare forms of environmental protection.

2. Analyze the use of natural resources.

3. Describe cells and list cell functions.

4. Describe an ecosystem.

5. Describe skeletal and muscular systems in the human body.

6. Demonstrate density and solubility.

7. Discuss different types of heat and matter.

8. Identify and discuss energy resources.

9. Follow plans to conduct scientific investigations using the scientific method while observing appropriate safety measures.

10. Design charts, graphs, and tables in order to explain results.

Social Studies:

Objectives:  

1. Students will understand early history from the time of the explorers (roughly  13th century ) up to and including the                               American Civil War and Reconstruction.

2. Students will understand general map skills.

3. Students will develop an understanding of the reasons for studying history and the relationships between the past and the present.

4. Students will identify and apply basic concepts of economics (basic wants and needs, scarcity, choices, decisions making, opportunity costs, resources, production, distribution, consumption, markets, labor, capital).

5. Students will understand the basic principles of democracy.

6. Students will develop a respect for human rights, including those of individuals and of minorities.

Supplies Needed: folder, colored pencils, erasable pens, red pens, and loose- leaf paper.

Homework Policy 
Fifth graders should spend an average of 90 minutes a night on homework.

Homework will be given on Monday through Thursday nights.  We strongly feel that the weekend should be family time.  Homework provides your child with an opportunity to become competent in his or her knowledge of a concept taught in class.  Please encourage your child to complete his or her homework in an environment where they can work productively.  Students should be prepared for unannounced quizzes in each subject every day.
Each child is required to have his/her assignment book in class each day.  All assignments are to be recorded in the book and checked off as they are completed.  We will check these periodically.

Each night your child will be asked to read for an additional 30 minutes from a book of his or her choice.  Please discuss the importance of reading with your child.  Encourage your fifth grader to READ, READ, READ!

Late-work Policy

When absent, you have the number of days you were absent to get the work in to your teacher.  (Ex: If you missed two days of school, you have two academic days to get the work turned in.  If it is turned in on day 3 or later, the late policy described below is applicable.)

In order for a student to receive full credit from late worked turned in, it must be due to an extenuating circumstance.  Please note that extenuating must mean that this was totally out of the student’s control (e.g. death of a relative and having to go to the hospital).  The parent/guardian must call, e-mail, or write a note explaining the circumstance.  God-willing we will have a year free of emergencies.  Thus, this “category” will hopefully not even apply to anyone!

All students will receive a “Missed Homework Notice” for any work turned in late. You will need to sign it and have your student turn it in the next day. This allows us all to see how well a student is understanding a concept rather than how soon they hand in an assignment. There will be a separate grade for timeliness of assignments.  This grade can have an impact on their Progress Reports, Report Cards, honors, sports… We want to focus on the importance of responsibility.

Grade Distribution

Homework, daily work, and quizzes will count as 40% of your student’s grade.  Tests will count for the remaining 60% of the quarter grade.  
Classroom Discipline Policy:
If your child chooses to behave inappropriately, he or she will be given a verbal warning.  If the inappropriate behavior continues your child will be asked to fill out a Behavior Management form.  You will be called in for a conference with your child and teacher to discuss behavior modification.

Your child will be encouraged to choose appropriate behavior while at school.  The rules are displayed in the classroom and read as follows:
