Religion:

Objectives: Our PreK religion program is designed to acquaint the children with God and their own faith.  We will discuss the figure of Jesus as a friend, and how prayer can be used in times of trouble or rejoicing.  Our students will be able to:

· Learn how to use the gifts God has bestowed on them

· Discover how God’s teachings can give them the sense of right and wrong behavior

· Know certain prayer (Our Father, Hail Mary, ect.) and when to use these prayers

· Know that the Church is the family of God

· Learn about the life, sacrifice, and resurrection of Jesus

· Learn about the Saints, particularly the Virgin Mary

· Develop a relationship with God and Christian relationships with others
Language Arts, Reading, Phonics and Spelling:

Objective: The PreK lauguage arts program emphasizes methods of communication (verbal, written, ect.) based on the five senses.  Students are given the fundaments of reading and writing, while they learn the appropriate ways to speak and socialize with others.  Through our program, our students will be able to:
· Develop language skills through speaking

· Learn listening skills and responses to oral direction
· Develop reading readiness skills through letter recognition, vocabulary development, phonemic awareness, and book awareness
· Develop writing readiness skills through basic printing (especially first names) and phonemic  awareness
· Sequence events
· Predict outcomes
· Recall detains of a story (basic story elements)
Math:


Objectives: In mathematics, students develop important cognitive skills through the understanding of colors, shapes, size differences, basic counting, classifying, forming sets, and recognizing numerals.  Manipulatives are used with frequency, and guided play is directed towards building math skills.  Students in our program will be able to:

· Possess numbers sense (numeracy) and use number relationships to solve math problems
· Communicate in solving math problems

· Recognize basic numerals (0-10)

· Count orally from at least 1 to 20

· Use algebraic methods to explore, model, and describe patterns and functions involving numbers, shapes, data, graphs, etc.

· Classify objects by attributes (size, color, etc.)

· Compare objects

· Use basic geometric shapes to solve math problems

· Use a variety of tools and techniques in measurement

· Be able to guess and estimate answers

· Observe the passage of time via clocks, calendars, etc.
Science:

Objectives: In science, the emphasis is placed upon using the five senses to gain observations and experiences about God’s world.  Students will be able to:

· Identify the parts of the body

· Experience  and identify various sounds, smells, textures, and flavors

· Distinguish between living and non-living things
· Identify characteristics of seasons, weather, day/night, and the life cycle

· Recognize liquids and solids

· Make predictions about outcomes

Social Studies:


Objectives: In our social studies program, students learn about social issues through the acquired skills of playing, sharing, turn-taking, and respect for others.  Some geographical skills are also taught.  Our students will be able to:

· Recognize various state, national and religious holidays and celebrations

·  Demonstrate awareness of location and direction (through words like right, lift, above, below,etc.)

· Design a map of the classroom or their home

· Recognize the flags and symbols of the United States and Colorado
· Recite the Pledge of Allegiance

· Explore various cultures through dance, music, stories, etc.
